
Signing up on 
Rally Stage Team

Thank you for volunteering to help with our rally…these instructions may 
help you navigate the Rally Stage Team (RST) website to register.

The instructions are based around signing up to our Clacton event, but 
would also work in a very similar way for Brands (but there would be less 

options).

Thank you for your patience with us using this system for the first time…the 
idea is it will be significantly easier for the Stage Commanders to help 

allocate and manage their stage teams nearer the time. 



This is the homepage for RST. It shows which events are available to register to marshal for. 

To begin with you need to make an account with RST. In the top right corner, click “Register”.



Fill in these fields to create an account. Note the information in the blue bar below…you 
will need to activate your account via an email which may go to your junk box.



Once you have completed the initial account registration form this screen will show. 
You need to go to your email account, find the email to verify your RST account and 
click on the link. The email may be in your spam/junk box. 



If you try logging into RST before verifying your account via your email, this message 
will show.
Please go to your email account to find the verification email and click on the link.



When you log in for the first time, the page will look like this. 
Please complete your profile!
In the big light blue box, click on “Update Profile” and work through the different 
boxes/pages, filling in any parts which are applicable to you. In particular your address, 
Motorsport UK ID (marshal) number, and ICE (emergency) information.
If you are a radio operator, please ensure you give your radio details.



If you already had an account on RST, please do ensure your profile is complete. If there isn’t a 
link from the main page (like on the last image), you can access your profile from the top right 
corner of the screen. 



Once you have created an account, you can now register to marshal at events. 
You can do this either via the green “Register for Events” box, or by going to 
the top toolbar, hovering over “Events” so it shows “Event Registration” then 
left click on that.



When you try to register to marshal at an event, it will ask you to log into your account (if 
you are not already logged in). Note your username is your email address. 



Once logged in you arrive at this page. 
You need to make sure the correct event you are signing up to is selected then click on “Next”.
(Ignore the “Quick Register” link unless someone has given you specific instructions for this)



You then get a chance to select more specifically what you would like to sign up for. 
For most people for Clacton, you are looking for “Clacton Sea Front (SS1/2)” for the Saturday, 
and then whichever stage (or any) you would like to do on Sunday.
There is an additional issue for Clacton…you can only sign up for one day at a time on RST! 
Please complete the process for one day, then repeat for the other. 



For Sunday, you can either select a particular stage, or if you are happy to marshal on any stage, 
please select “Any Stage on Sunday”. Please note we can’t absolutely guarantee to give you a 
specific stage as it depends on marshal numbers, but we will do our best!

For quick reference the stage commanders are below. They are generally the same as previous…the stages 
are running in reverse order to previous years.
• Bacons End (Simon Marks)
• Park Farm (Ian Evans)
• Burnt Heath (Graham Frary)
• Bradfield (Paul Rees)



If you do try to sign up for both days simultaneously it will give this message. 
Please register for one of the days, then repeat the process for the other day.



If you are signing up as a marshal who is not linked to any other marshals, please select 
“By Myself”. 
If you would like to be close to other marshals please select “As A Part of A Group”.
Then click Next.



For the “By Myself” option, this will be your next page. 
For most, the role will be “Marshal” which is pre-selected but you can change this.
If your exact role doesn’t exist in the list, leave it as “Marshal” and the Chief Marshal 
will change it when allocating.
If you have any particular comments to add, please do so.
Then click Finish.

If signing up with the Group option see the next images.



If you select to join up as part of a group, this is your next page. 

In your group of associated people, please nominate one of your as the 
group leader. If you are this person, select the top option.
If you are in a group but not the leader, select the second option.
Then click Next.



If you select the second option (to join a team) it will automatically bring up this box. 
Search for your team leader on this search function – you can type their name in then 
look through the list to find the relevant person to select them.



If your group leader is not yet registered for the event then you cannot select them. 
You will be made the leader for now but you can swap this over later. 



If you are the group leader then select this option and click Next.



As the group leader you can select the number of expected marshals – this can be 
changed later so it will be fine to add more in. 
Click on the blue “Add Names to My Group Now?” box if you know members of 
your team are registered on RST and are happy to be signed up – please double 
check this with them first as we will assume you have told them! 



Use the check boxes in the search function to select your team members.



Once you have completed your team aspects, the focus returns to 
you as an individual – double check the role selected for you is 
correct, and add any extra notes before clicking Finish.

If your exact role doesn’t exist in the list, leave it as “Marshal” and 
the Chief Marshal will change it when allocating.



When you have registered, once the Chief Marshal has had opportunity to have a look at the 
website, they will look to make an initial allocation. 
Please bear in mind this is liable to change until close to the event.
This email is the same wording for every event on the website so the wording may not make 
sense for the specific event…please just take it that the Chief Marshal has seen your 
registration.
